From the dedks of the Principal:

It's been a busy week at CTK and both teachers and students are starting to settle into a nor-

mal routine. With that normal routine comes homework and students are now receiving more
homework each night. Homework is an integral part of the learning process at CTK and it’s
absolutely imperative that your child complete all assigned homework and then bring that com-
pleted homework back to class when due. You'll be amazed by how much your child will learn
and gain by consistently completing homework assignments and by studying each night.

Teachers are beginning to set up their PowerSchool grade books and to put assignment and
grade information into the system. We’ve been working hard redesigning the report cards in
each grade level for this year and this has slightly delayed the release of PowerSchool login
and password information. Within the next two weeks, we’ll be mailing home PowerSchool
login and password information along with web-access instructions. With this information,
you'll be able to view your child’s grades (for all 15 — 8" grade students) and lunch account
balance (for all K — 8" grade students). I'll let you know in a future Weekly Update when the
login and passwords go out in the mail so you can be on the lookout for them.

Special thanks to Reading Specialist Mrs. Heithoff for coordinating this year's Summer Read-
ing Program and congratulations to all students who participated. Students in grades 1°* — 8™
turned in a total of 197 book summaries!

SCHOOL NEWS

MORNING ARRIVAL TIME

Students may start arriving at school at 7:40 AM when teachers begin their duty. Students arriving earlier than this will
be escorted to morning care and daycare fees will be assessed accordingly. It is for the safety of all students that you
adhere to this rule.

ESCORTING KIDS TO CLASSROOMS

Now that school has begun, please refrain from walking with your little ones to classrooms. If you must do so, you may
only escort them as far as the hall doors in front of the office. This encourages independence on their part, and helps
teachers start their morning routine on time.

HOMEWORK ROOM

As per the handbook, students in 3rd—8th grade who do not complete and turn in homework assignment(s) the day they
are due will be assigned to the after-school homework room that same day. These students will be sent to the office to
call home to inform the parents. Homework room runs from 3:25-3:50 PM each day and students will be dismissed from
the front doors of the school. Siblings of a student in homework room must be picked up at the normal dismissal time of
3:20 PM.

ALTAR SERVER SCHEDULE
For families of altar servers, the upcoming server schedule will be sent home electronically as soon as it’s received from
the rectory office. Students who are assigned to serve the week of August 29-September 2 have already been notified.

EXTENDED CARE: Important Info

e For those of you who have doctor-prescribed medicine’s in the school office which would include inhalers and/or Epi-
pen’s, it is extremely important that Extended Care also have these items on hand. The school office is closed/
locked during the times of Extended Care (3:30-5:30p) and is inaccessible. It's crucial that a separate set are on
hand with the daycare director in the event of an emergency. Thank you for understanding.

SAFE ENVIRONMENT TRAINING FOR ALL VOLUNTEERS

If you are planning to assist in any volunteer capacity at the school or parish, including coaching, attending field trips or
working in the school, you MUST take the Safe Environment training class. The Archdiocese mandates that any person
working with children have this training. Costis $12. For volunteers new to CTK, the initial class is approximately 2
hours and classes can be found at www.archomaha.com under Safe Environment. Many classes are offered at this time
of the year at area parishes and we encourage you to sign up now. Certifications last 5 years.

If you were previously certified and your training is due to expire soon(many are, due to the numbers certified at this
same time a few years ago) you can renew your certification online(in your own home!) at the website listed above. Re-
certifications take about an hour, and you will need to print paperwork at the very end. Paperwork, along with the re-
newal fee will need to be mailed to the Chancery. If you need to know when your certification expires, please contact the
school office.
